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Normally, the purchase of property costing $500 or more (including Federal Information Processing (FiP)
resources) will be approved through Issuance of a work order accepting the proposal in which the property
Is listed. If additional property costing $500 or more (including FIP resources) Is needed after work starts,
BNL must request approval of the additional property in writing to the RES Project Manager. This written
request can be in the form of a revised proposal or a letter.

16. PROPERTY MANAGEMENT

‘ BNL will follow the standard operating policles and procedures set forth by the BNL Division of Contracts
and Procurement for the purchase of property with NRC funds, and will do so in a manner consistent with
sound procurement practices.

Prior to closeout of a project, a reconciled report will be developed by DOE to record available equipment
and material purchases with NRC funds. The report will contain the MOU property description or
nomendiature, manufacturer, model number, serial number, quantity, acquisition cost, receipt date, condition
code, and DOE or contractor property identification number. The report will also identify any ongoing or
contemplated NRC projects on which the MOU property could be used. If no MOU property is assigned
to the project, DOE will provide a negative report. Any MOU property requiring special handling for security,
health, safety or other reasons will be noted as part of the report. This report will be submitted as soon as
possible after a project completion or termination decision has been made, but not later than 60 days after
the termination date. The report will be submitted to the Office of Nuclear Regulatory Research, Attention:
Program Manager, Policy Development and Analysis Staff.
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
